1.  Sharing the Gospel in the youth prison…

 God answered to our longstanding prayers and we managed to get into the youth prison to share the Gospel there. Most of the prisoners got there for some heinous crimes such as murders, robbery and rape. About half of the prisoners are ex orphanage inmates. I am acquainted with some of them. One of the ex orphanage inmate is there for raping another orphan boy. Both of them are from the orphanage where now I am doing the spiritual lessons. After the meeting more than a half of the prisoners had a desire to be taken a picture of and to be in correspondence with us. It was a good sign. Now we are praying for the possibility to do our stable ministry in this abandoned and closed part of the world where anger and hatred are reigning. 

 2.  The Christian “Golf Stream” Club… 
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We continue having our weekly meetings of the Youth Christian “Golf Stream” Club. There usually come about 30-50 teens at the age of from 13 to 17 there. More and more young people of older age are now coming to our meetings. It’s a joy for us though we have to do some changes in the program taking into account the different age interests. Though each meting is different and unique evangelism is the basis of every meeting. At our last meeting we spoke about the Lord’s love to different nations. We used Ukrainian and Gypsy costumes, some Ukrainian traditions, jokes and songs and some Ukrainian traditional meals such as their famous sandwiches with pork fat. 
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 3.  Sharing the Gospel with Orphans…

We have an opportunity to share the Gospel with some orphans from two orphanages; and we do it on a regular basis twice a week: on Wednesday and on Thursday. We call it”The School of Life Pilotage”. All the lessons of adaptation are based on the Biblical principals. The love of God is the only possible way to break the ice covering the children’s and teens’ souls; the children and teens that have to take care of themselves since early childhood. Recently one of them Sasha Chaly began very actively attending our youth meetings and Sunday services. And can you imagine that he is considered to be one of the most difficult students of the orphanage! Praise the Lord: our spiritual lessons had done some work in his heart!  
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4.  The Day of fight against AIDS…
At the beginning of October our Christian group “Revelation” presented several lectures at the orphanages. The topic of the lectures was about how to avoid AIDS; we shared the Gospel and explained that living according to it was the only way to keep oneself spiritually clean! 

 

5.  The Christian camp at the orphanage…
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We are nearly ready to do the third winter Evangelizing camp at the orphanage. We are praying for the Lord to bless us with doing this camp during the winter holidays; to fill the lonely hearts of the orphans with the love of Christ.
