TVS Master Level Program Report and Plans

Perspective Goals: 

1. To develop, videotape, translate, edit, build the course shell and produce master level video courses on DVD and online. These courses will be used by our school and also by various Christian schools as part of their curriculum. 
2. However, the greater result will be their impact on the secular academic world and higher education. Several quality courses presenting important issues on the high level will break the walls between the Russian speaking intellectuals and evangelicals. It is very important breakthrough which will help Russian intellectuals to accept evangelicals as equal partners and facilitate meaningful dialogue about the major issues of life.   

3. To facilitate the DVD and/or internet based education for Russian speaking learners in Former Soviet Union (FSU) and far beyond.

4. To facilitate the ongoing learning/training for teachers of teachers: seminary and university professors and leaders, association, mission and churches leaders and teachers, secular higher education leaders, teachers and students.

Expected Outcomes:
1. Within two years  first 5 to 7 Master Level TVS courses should reach most of the present Russian speaking /teaching Evangelical seminary and university teachers, students and leaders. It is expected that our courses will make their way to the key leaders, students and teachers because of the easiness of their obtaining, multiplication and use. 
2. Through the key leaders and teachers the courses will flow into the churches and will be widely used in church, preaching, teaching, evangelism and other ministries. 
3.  Through the evangelical churches, missions and schools, the courses will make their way to the secular universities, businessmen, various society leaders and to the majority of higher secular (as well as Orthodox and even Muslim) education institutions’ students and their graduates. It is estimated that this final target group of non evangelical  people with higher education will eventually be  five times greater than our evangelical audience altogether. We pray and hope that our high quality courses made in easy to use video format will help many Russian speaking well educated people to come to the salvation in Christ; this is our final goal!
What has been done during the last year:
1. The translation of Christian Ethic course lectures and materials has been completed! Praise the Lord! Aleksander Spichak is planning to finish Ethics course production soon.
2. Two other Master Level courses videotaped in TIU: The Problem of Evil, by Dr. J. Feinberg and Introduction into Biblical Theology, by Dr. G. Cole are being prepared for semi-syncronic translation by Oleg Shevkun with Igor Petrov serving as operator and editor. 

3. Two courses thought by Dr John Feinberg in July- August 2009 in TVS studio, Truth and Certainty,  and Inspiration and Inerrancy of the Bible, have been edited and produced. Praise the Lord! 

4. The course on Islam by Dr. Shenk has been videotaped, produced in English, and translated into Russian. Now it is in process of editing. 

5. Christian Education course has been videotaped edited, produced and is being distributed. Some of the viewers think it is the best course produced by TVS. Praise the Lord! 

6. Igor Petrov was part of accreditation visit organized by EAAA (Eurasian Accredication Assiciation of Evangelical Schools) to Zaporozhsky College and Seminary in March 2010. www.zbcs.com.ua  This visit helped to build and strengthen the connections with EAAA, schools in Ukraine, to promote TVS courses and to search for the best teachers/courses to videotape in TVS.
7. US rocket scientist Elzie Gerrels (interpreted by Igor Petrov) has  made a good publicity for TVS (including local TV interview where he shared his faith) as he presented his speech on “An Awesome Universe” on over 20 occasions  in Kursk Universities, schools, churches as well as on Creationists Conference in Petrozavodsk and in Moscow. 

What are the Master program immediate plans?

1. Work on the translation, editing and producing courses videotaped in TIU so far: 

a. The Problem of Evil, by Dr. J. Feinberg..

b. Introduction into Biblical Theology, by  Dr. G. Cole. (Now we are considering the way to do it faster with Oleg Shevkun as semi-synchronic translator.)

2. Begin distributing the entire Ethics course set among the key leaders and teachers as soon as it is ready. Facilitate follow up work with these who would like to take this course for credit.

3. Videotape two or three more master level courses in TIU; one intensive course is planned to be taped during July 2011 and two regular Theology courses during the Fall semester of 2011.

4. Promote and lead as seminars recently completed video course on Christian Education called “Learning to Learn”.

5. To complete development and then videotape, edit, and build the Church Administration course. 

a. Igor Petrov  first presentation of this course was very well received in Moscow Theological Seminary by 40+ superintendents and Russian Evangelical-Baptist Union leadership. 

b. Some seminars on Church administration are planned to be done as part of local ECB Associational meetings.

c. Church Administration course and Leadership Theories Development course are planned to be a part of Master Leadership program in S-Petersburg Christian University.

6. Along with TVS Dean Alexander Spichak, it is planned to develop master level syllabi for the courses taught in TVS by doctor David Shenk (Islam), John Feinberg (Truth and Certainty,  and Inspiration and Inerrancy of the Bible). 

7. Continue to develop connections with TIU and, possibly other best US schools in order to obtain permissions to videotape their best courses which would be the most needed and plausible for the best Master Level theological training for Russian speaking learners.

8. Participate in the development and implementation of TVS strategies for course production, distribution (in Russia, FSU, and beyond), and follow up learning facilitation. 

9. Continue to build and maintain the partnerships with other evangelical schools, missions, associations and churches whenever TVS Master level courses will be thought and used as class materials.
10. Help TVS with Church Online project (if approved). Developing concept, format, style, invite best speakers, musicians etc.
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
