Thanks for your support, by God’s grace, the Christian Program supporting future orphanage graduates “School of Life Piloting” has been functioning for four years! The basis of this Program is teaching the orphans foundational spiritual values and practical skills based on Biblical principles. 44 orphans from 2 orphanages are our official students. But actually about 80 students want to study: so we do our best to find the necessary means to be able to have more students in this blessed program!
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 We conduct two lessons a week (Wed. and Thurs.) with the orphans in the Mokva Orphanage and one lesson a week (Sun.) with the orphans in the Ivanovsky orphanage. 
This time spent together is a real blessing for us and for the orphans! It also bring special joy to the orphanages; authorities!   
We have also developed  “The Harbor of Kursk” program.
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The main goal is to support orphanages graduates during the hardest and the most unstable moment in their life: the moment when their life in the orphanage with its organized routine is over and they enter their independent life with its new responsibilities. 
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As most of the orphanages authorities’ state, the majority of this youth, even the promising ones, “loose their face” during the first year after their graduation. 
The research shows that most of the orphanage graduates, who managed to enter some university, get expelled from it during the first year for non-attendance. Some of them became alcohol addicts; most of the young girls had extra-marital relations and some girls had an abortion.
In most of the cases the money ($2-3K) that government places on  orphans personal accounts get unwisely spent on  toys, drinks and useless entertainments. Such thoughtless actions result in getting into prison, sterility and wild life. All this causes their degradation. Not without the reason among the Kursk homeless people one can often see orphanage ex-graduates: ones who have lost belief in themselves and in the people around them. 
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 “The Harbor of Kursk” is developed to protect the orphans from such tragedies. We train and coach them in their practical life and teach them to respect themselves and the people around them, to believe in the strength that God gives them.  
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Coming September we expect six new young girls, the participants of this program, to settle in the rented apartment, like some social hostel. Their mentors, Christian ladies who also grew as orphans, will actively share the Gospel with them; will teach them some spiritual and moral norms and everyday skills for their independent life.  
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In May 2012 the first lodger, Slava Chaly (left picture), settled in the social centre for young men (the Training Farm Project).  The goal of this project is similar to the goal of “The Harbor of Kursk” Project that is evangelism and training for independent life plus teaching some skills of organizing and doing the agricultural business. This month we begin the construction of a big barn for the cattle. Some farmers are ready to give us some sheep as a gift; we have already bought a horse and now are raising the money for some chickens and turkeys. We are praying for two more young boys (orphanage graduates) to be able to settle and get some job at our “Training farm”.  We very much need your prayers for the growth of this ministry!
On a full scale we are preparing for the summer evangelism programs for children from the different orphanages. We plan to have two Bible camps for more than 250 children from the Lachinovsky and Ivanovsky orphanages.  We also plan to have a kayak trip for the orphans of the Mokva orphanages; we also plan to have the senior orphans to go to the Christian tent camp. Totally we plan to evangelize more than 400 orphans. We need to buy some sports equipment, some food and writing materials. So far we have only 2% of the budget of these projects.  But we are walking by faith and rely upon the Lord: we are praying asking God to meet the children’s needs. Please join us in our prayers!  

From the bottom of my heart I am grateful to you for you being a part of “Alone no more”  ministry. Thanks to our partnership more than 20 orphanage graduates always have an opportunity to get some prayer, counseling and, if necessary, financial support. One of the orphans has a place to live in, has his daily bread and is studying the Biblical course which is a part of the Training Farm Project. All this is given by our ministry to him. The young girls from the correctional orphanage became the first participants of the “Harbor of Kursk” Project.  Two of them have accepted the Lord; all the three girls have their own place to live in and a job. 

Every month more than 130 orphans have some fellowship and a special meeting with the Christian group “Alone no more”. Every winter and summer holidays about 180 orphans participate in the work of the Christian Gulf Stream camp held on the basis of the orphanage. Every summer about 60 orphans have an opportunity to participate in the kayak trip enjoying the beauty of the nature and God’s world and in the work of the tent Christian camp “The Island of Salvation”.  

All these projects are the demonstration of God’s care towards orphans! And these projects are possible only because the great desire and work of the Christians from the different countries! I am grateful to Christ for your open and anxious heart and I am praying for our further work and partnership  this year!
